BEING A FOSTER PARENT…
The role of the Foster Parent is essential in the success of any Foster Care Agency and we strive to ensure that each Foster Parent feels supported and receives the services necessary to provide the best parenting possible.  The role of the Foster Parent is best described by people who have experience being in that role.  Several of our Foster Parents shared what being a Foster Parent means to them and the importance of being a Foster Parent.  
· T. Woodbury states, “Being able to take a child into my home who was harmed and/or out of control and being able to turn them around…if I can just keep one child safe, I feel like I have made a difference.”  
· B. Travis states, “A Foster Parent is a person that shows a child love and care and nurtures them within the home environment…just being able to be there for children in need.”  
· L. Brown states, “I was a foster child for a short time and the pain of being away from my family was scary.  We need to band together as a community and help children who are defenseless and without hope by becoming foster parents. 
FOSTER FAMILY BASIC REQUIREMENTS…
Crossroads recruits Foster Families from diverse backgrounds in order to meet the specific needs of the children we serve. 
· Must provide a safe, stable and loving environment

· Must be willing to work with other professionals as part of the child’s treatment team

· Must meet all Community Care Licensing Regulations
· Must be in good physical and mental health
· Must possess a valid driver’s license and vehicle registration
· Must have reliable transportation with operable seatbelts
CERTIFICATION PROCESS…
Our Foster Parents are certified by Crossroads Foster Family Agency and are exclusively utilized by our Agency.  Our Foster Parents are an integral part of the services provided.  Potential Foster Parents will be invited to an orientation meeting in which the certification process is explained.
