OUR PROGRAM…
Crossroads Foster Family Agency is licensed by the State Department of Social Services and believes that all children deserve security, attention and guidance to give them hope for the future and the care and warmth they need to succeed.  We are dedicated to finding loving families who are willing to open their hearts and homes to children in need.  
THE REFERRAL PROCESS…
Crossroads Foster Family Agency welcomes referrals from surrounding counties (not to exceed a 2 hour mile radius) and the duration of placement is based on the individual needs of the child and their family.  Prospective children are referred for placement by telephone, e-mail, mail, or fax through the Departments of Mental Health, Social Services and Probation.  All referrals are screened and evaluated by the Administrator to determine if the needs of the child can be appropriately addressed through placement in our agency.  If it appears that we may possibly meet the needs of a particular child, a referral packet is requested to further investigate the developmental, social, educational, cognitive, and psychological functioning of the child.  

FOSTER FAMILY BASIC REQUIREMENTS…
Crossroads recruits Foster Families from diverse backgrounds in order to meet the specific needs of the children we serve.  Our Foster Parents are certified by Crossroads Foster Family Agency and are exclusively utilized by our Agency.  Our Foster Parents are an integral part of the services provided.  Our Foster Parents must adhere to the following:
· Must provide a safe, stable and loving environment

· Must be willing to work with other professionals as part of the child’s treatment team

· Must meet all Community Care Licensing Regulations
· Must be in good physical and mental health
· Must have reliable transportation, valid driver’s license & vehicle registration
